This is a temporary location until the new station is completed on Cottonwood Avenue.  The GPS unit was purchased for Engine 221 Fire Rescue Truck at Best Buy Store #1184 at Posner Center.  Robert Acosta, Best Buy Customer Experience Manager, discounted the unit in support of the local fire rescue team.  Members of C-Shift, Lt. Peter J. Lanbe and FF/EMT Nathan Holyfield, accepted the GPS.  Eng/EMT Alex Smith was unable to attend the presentation.

The Club received a $150 literacy grant from the GFWC national organization in partnership with Proctor & Gamble which will be combined with a Club donation to purchase books for Loughman Oaks Elementary School students.  Loughman Oaks also became the beneficiary of Kids Need To Read, a national charity that promotes childhood literacy where funding is inadequate.  The GFWC Four Corners Jr. Woman’s Club initiated the donation application on behalf of Loughman Oaks.  The school library will receive books to stir interest and promote positive influences in reading, and students will receive Highlights or Highlights High Five magazine that they may keep.
